Las Vegas is home to an ever-expanding roster of

The 33,000-seat
stadium, located in the heart of the Las Vegas Strip, will
welcome baseball for the 2028 season.

Las Vegas is synonymous with entertainment, as the
destination has long been associated with renowned
headliners and production shows, including Cirque du
Soleil. The biggest names in entertainment are set to
headline iconic Las Vegas venues, such as Backstreet
Boys at Sphere, Dolly Parton at the Colosseum, Pitbull
at BleauLive Theater, and more.

With 151,000 hotel rooms, Las Vegas has the most hotel rooms of any U.S. destination. The newest resorts to
the destination include Fontainebleau Las Vegas, Resorts World Las Vegas, and Durango Casino & Hotel.

In addition to new openings, resorts continue to upgrade and refresh their room offerings. The Cromwell is set to
transform to the Vanderpump Hotel in early 2026, and will feature Lisa Vanderpump’s signature glamour. Paris
Las Vegas Hotel & Casino recently opened the first rooms on the Strip with a balcony in over a decade, and the
Bellagio Hotel & Casino has completed a $110 million renovation of its guest rooms and suites. The Venetian
Resort Las Vegas is undergoing a $1 billion renovation, and MGM Grand Hotel and Casino has also begun a
$300 million room renovation of the resort’s main tower and suites.
